We believe the scriptures, both the Old and New Testaments, to be the inspired word of God, without error
in the original writings, the complete revelation of Hiswill for the salvation of men, and the divine and
final authority for al Christian faith and life (2 Timothy 3:16-17).

We believe in one God, Creator of all things, infinitely perfect and eternally existing in three persons:
Father, Son and Holy Spirit (Genesis 1:1; Colossians 2:9).

We believe that Jesus Christ is the true God and the true man, having been conceived of the Holy Spirit and
born of the Virgin Mary. Hedied on the cross a sacrifice for our sins according to the scriptures. Further,
He arose bodily from the dead and ascended into heaven, where He sits at the right hand of the Majesty on
High and acts as our High Priest and Advocate (1 Corinthians 15:3-4; | John 2:1; Luke 1:35).

We believe that the ministry of the Holy Spirit during this age isto glorify the Lord Jesus Christ; to convict
men; to regenerate the sinner; and to indwell, guide, instruct, and empower the believer for godly living
and service (John 15:26; John 16:7-14).
